Comorbid Conditions for Inpatients. History of hemmorrhagic CVA. Recent bleeding and/or hematological
disorder.. Recent surgery or trauma (<2 weeks). Severe uncontrolled hypertension. Renal and/or hepatic failure. Potential for non-compliance. Active peptic ulcer disease. Pregnancy. Catheter related thrombolysis or
I.V.C. filter placement. Signs/Symptoms of PE

Send to HCC for injections and
follow-up in Coumadin Clinic.
